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Executive Summary 

ADE Consulting Group Pty Ltd (ADE) was engaged by mProjects Pty Ltd όƘŜǊŜƛƴ ǊŜŦŜǊǊŜŘ ǘƻ ŀǎ ΨǘƘŜ /ƭƛŜƴǘΩύ to 
undertake a Stage I Preliminary Site Investigation (PSI) to assess the potential for contamination at 19 Hope 
Street & 69, 71, 73, 75 and 77 Hughes Avenue, Melrose Park NSW όƘŜǊŜŀŦǘŜǊ ǊŜŦŜǊǊŜŘ ǘƻ ŀǎ ΨǘƘŜ {ƛǘŜΩύ (refer 
to Appendix I ς Site Maps).  
 
The Site under investigation is legally defined as Lot G, DP369480; Lot A; DP356298; Lot B, DP356298; Lot D, 
DP356298; Lot E, DP356298; and Lot F, DP356298 and is observed to cover an approximate area of 8,900 m2.  
 
The Site is situated within the Local Government Area (LGA) of the City of Parramatta and is zoned as IN1 
General Industrial and R2 Low Density Residential under the City of Parramatta Planning Certificate under 
section 10.7(2) of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979. ADE understands that future land use 
of the Site involves the construction of a residential apartment complex with a double basement carpark and 
mixed use on the ground floor, with access to soils.  
 
ADE conducted a Site walkover on the 17th November 2020 and noted that the former mechanical workshop 
located at 19 Hope Street was abandoned and inactive during the time of inspection. Four (4) residential 
dwellings were observed at 71, 73, 75 and 77 Hughes Avenue, which were inaccessible at the time of 
inspection, however appeared to be occupied from street view. The land covering 69 Hughes Street was 
vacant, covered by grass and bounded by a metal fence.  
 
The purpose of the investigation was to identify all past and present potentially contaminating activities 
occurring at the Site, to identify the presence of any Contaminants of Potential Concern (CoPC) during a Site 
walkover and, to determine the need for furtƘŜǊ ƛƴǾŜǎǘƛƎŀǘƛƻƴǎ ōŀǎŜŘ ƻƴ ŀ ǇǊŜƭƛƳƛƴŀǊȅ ŀǎǎŜǎǎƳŜƴǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ {ƛǘŜΩǎ 
contamination. The scope of work for the investigation broadly involved the following:

Following the Site walkover and the desktop study, several potential contamination issues were identified 
which include the following:

asbestos and lead materials during this time period, potential asbestos containing materials (ACM) 
and or lead and or containing products may have or can impact the surficial and / or upper soil profile;  

 

¶ Potential Heavy Metals, Organochlorine Pesticides (OCPs) and Organophosphate pesticides (OCPs) 
contamination of the surficial and / or upper soil profile as a result of small-scale use of pesticides and 
herbicides; 

 
¶ Potential for contamination via imported fill materials used in the construction throughout the past. 

Due to the uncontrolled nature of this material there is the potential for a range of contaminants being 
present including, but not limited to Heavy Metals, Poly Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAHs), Total 
Recoverable Hydrocarbons (TRHs),  Benzene, Toluene Ethyl-benzene and Xylene (BTEX),  PCBs, OCPs, 
OPPs and asbestos;  

 
¶ Potential for TPHs/TRHs, BTEX, Phenols, Heavy metals, asbestos, VOCs, PCBs and cyanides via 

accidental spillage and uncontrolled chemical waste management within the former outdoor garage 
footprint located at 19 Hope Street;  
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¶ Potential for TPHs/TRHs, BTEX, Phenols, Heavy metals, VOCs, PAHs, PCBs, cyanides, OPPs, OCPs via 
horizontal and vertical migration of the contaminants and/ or via rain to the ground and nearby 
surface waters; and 

 
Based on the results of the desktop study and site-walkover investigation, ADE considers there is a moderate 
potential for contamination to have occurred on-site as a result of the past and present land-uses. Taking into 
account the above information a Stage II DSI with the inclusion of sampling for soil and groundwater should 
be conducted and reported in accordance with the NSW OEH 2011.  
 
It is likely that the Site can be determined or made suitable for the proposed development, pending a Stage II 
DSI and remediation (if required).  
 
ADE infers that the proposed development involves the demolition of any existing structure within the Site 
prior to commencement of construction and hence a Hazardous Materials Survey (HMS) be undertaken prior 
to any demolition works with all hazardous materials identified on a register and a clearance certificate be 
obtained from a licenced removalist/ asbestos assessor.  
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1 Introduction 

1.1 General Information 

ADE Consulting Group Pty Ltd (ADE) was engaged by mProjects Pty Ltd όƘŜǊŜƛƴ ǊŜŦŜǊǊŜŘ ǘƻ ŀǎ ΨǘƘŜ /ƭƛŜƴǘΩύ to 
undertake a Stage I Preliminary Site Investigation (PSI) to assess the potential for contamination at the Site, 
which may affect the SitŜΩǎ ǎǳƛǘŀōƛƭƛǘȅ ŦƻǊ ŦǳǘǳǊŜ ƭŀƴŘ ǳǎŜ ǿƛǘƘ ǊŜƎŀǊŘǎ ǘƻ State Environmental Planning Policy 
No 55 τ Remediation of Land (SEPP No.55) (refer to Appendix I ς Aerial Photograph). 
 
As part of the Development Application (DA) approval process, Parramatta City Council has requested a Stage

The purpose of the PSI was to assess the environmental condition of the Site. This was undertaken through:

A Site walkover was undertaken by an ADE representative on the 17th November 2020. This report summarises 
the findings of the Site walkover and discusses the outcomes of the desktop investigation.  

1.2 Proposed Development  

The client provided ADE with architectural design plans, which indicated that the proposed future land use of 
the Site will involve the demolition of all existing structures on Site, followed by the construction of a 
residential apartment complex with double basement carparking, and mixed land use on the ground floor. 
Landscaping areas with access to soil will also be established on the ground level, refer to Planning Proposal 
Tomola Site ς Melrose Park, Ref: DWG No: 00, Revision C, dated 13.11.20 (Olsson Architecture / Urban 
Projects, 2020) in Appendix IX ς Supporting Documents.  

1.3 Objectives 

The objectives of the investigation were to: 
 

¶ Identify past and present potentially contaminating activities; 

¶ Identify potential sources of contamination and types of contaminants; 

¶ Discuss the Site conditions;  

¶ Provide a preliminary assessment of Site contamination; and 

¶ Assess whether any further investigations are required.  

1.4 Scope of Work 

The scope of work required to achieve the objectives of the investigation involved the following: 
 

¶ Completion of a Safety, Health & Environmental Work Method Statement (SH&EWMS) prior to 
undertaking works;  

¶ Desktop Site review of:  
- Land title records;  
- Section 10.7 (formerly Section 149) planning certificate; 
- NSW OEH public register of state heritage inventory items; 
- NSW Environment Protection Authority (EPA) contaminated lands register for notifications; and

¶ Review of past and current activities on the Site; 

¶ Review of past and current activities on neighbouring sites and identification of any potential on-
site/off-site sources of contamination; 

¶ Review of past aerial photographs of the Site and its surrounds to identify the locations of any 
previous buildings and / or other infrastructure associated with activities that could be on-site / off-
site sources of contamination; 

¶ Review of local geology and hydrogeology (including groundwater bore search); 

¶ Review of the potential acid sulfate soil risk on the Site; 

¶ Site inspection by experienced Environmental Consultants; and 

¶ Preparation of a Stage I PSI report outlining:

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2 Site Identification 

2.1 Site Location 

The Site subject to the current investigation is shown in Figure 1 below. For ease of representing locations, the 
Site is within 19 Hope Street and 69, 71, 73, 75 and 77 Hughes Avenue, Melrose Park NSW with a north-south 
direction assumed and all reference to points of the compass within the report are based on these 
approximate bearings.

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2.3 Site Observations 

A walkover inspection of the Site and visual inspection of the immediate surrounds was conducted by an 
Environmental Consultant representing ADE on the 17th November 2020. Reference should be made to the 
Site Feature Map in Figure 3 on the following page for further details regarding the location of the various Site 
features described below.  
 
The parcel of land located at 19 Hope Street, Melrose Park is bounded by a metal fence and contains the 
former Skillco (Design and Construct) office and warehouse in the south, which appeared to be in poor to good 
condition. Fibre cement panels and fragments presumed to contain asbestos were observed within the south-
eastern entrance to the office foyer. Four (4) offices, two (2) bathrooms and a kitchenette with an adjoining 
warehouse were observed within the interior. The interior of the office area and warehouse were observed 
to be in good condition. No storage of hazardous chemicals, spills or signs of contamination were observed 
within the interior. A power distribution box and switchboard were observed on the southern wall of the 
warehouse area.  
 
An outdoor garage area is located in the immediate north and north-eastern exterior of the Skillco warehouse, 
and was observed to contain a decommissioned bowser, liquid waste separator, air compressor and a shed 
containing oil, liquid softeners, paint etc. The ground of the garage area consisted of compacted clays overlying 
concrete and was observed to contain a drainage area in the south-western corner, minor surface staining was 
observed.  
 
The northern portion of the Site has been built up consisting of a mix between fill and reworked natural 
materials, which gently drops by approximately 4.0 m toward the southern portion of the Site. Construction 
debris including but not limited to bricks, tile, metal, plastic and concrete were observed throughout 19 Hope 
Street, two (2) fragments of fibre cement were observed in the southern and south-eastern portion of the 
Site. Two (2) stockpiles composed of fill, demolition waste and reworked natural materials were observed in 
the central and central western portion of 19 Hope Street. An electrical tower is located in the north-eastern 
corner of the Site, which was observed to be in good condition.  
 
Residential dwellings are located at 71, 73, 75 and 77 Hughes Avenue, which were inaccessible at the time of 
inspection. Observations recorded from street view revealed that the residential dwellings located at 73, 75 
and 77 were older properties, suspected to be made from building ƳŀǘŜǊƛŀƭǎ ǇǊŜŘŀǘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ мфулΩǎ όŜΦƎΦ 
asbestos fibre cement panels etc). The residential property located at 69 Hughes Street appeared to be 
constructed of modern building materials. The area of land for 69 Hughes Street is vacant consisting of grass 
and is bounded by a metal fence.

2.5 Surrounding Land Use

3 Physical Setting 

A desktop study was conducted to review Site topography, geology, hydrogeology and other relevant 
information. The information gathered during desktop study is outlined in  
 
Table 3 on the following page.

Topography The Site is located in an area that is relatively flat with no significant natural topographical 
features. There is a fall of approximately 4 m from north to south across the Site. The natural 
land slopes gently downward from north to south-east toward Parramatta River. 

Elevation 14 - 10 m Australian Height Datum (AHD) (Land Insight & Resources [LIR], 2020) 

Site Drainage Much of the surface area of the site consists of exposed soils. In these areas vertical 
percolation of rainwater is likely to occur through the topsoil and underlying fill or residual 
materials and enter the groundwater system. Rainwater through overland flow may be 
transported across the land and flow into the Parramatta River.

Groundwater 

The underlying soil in the area generally consists of residual sediments. These late Permian 
/ Triassic sediments comprise the underlying surficial sediment aquifer and are defined as 
porous, extensive aquifers of low to moderate productivity (LIR, 2020).  
 
LIR (2020) identified eleven (11) groundwater bores within 2000 m radius of the Site. No 
groundwater bores were identified within 500 m radius of the Site.  The authorised purposes 
of the identified groundwater bores include groundwater monitoring and irrigated 
agriculture.   

Soil Landscape and 
Geology  

The soil landscape at the Site is identified as belonging to the Lucas Heights Soil Landscape, 
as outlined in LIR (2020). The Lucas Heights soil landscape is defined as gently undulating 
crests and ridges on plateau surfaces of the Mittagong Formation (alternating bands of shale 
and fine grained sandstones). Local relief to 30 m, slopes <10%. Rock outcrop is absent. Low 
open-forest and woodland (dry sclerophyll). Soilsτmoderately deep (50ς150 cm), 
hardsetting yellow podzolic soils and yellow soloths (Dy2.41). Limitationsτlocalised water 
erosion hazard, localised shallow soils, stony soils with low soil fertility and low available 
water capacity. 
 
The geology of the Site is defined as belonging to the Hawkesbury Sandstone formation, 
which consists of Triassic sandstone that is medium to course grained quartz sandstone with 
minor shale and laminate lenses.  

Acid Sulfate Soil Risk ASS Risk Map ς Identified as Class 5 on the Site - Acid sulfate soils are not typically found in 
Class 5 areas (LIR, 2020).

Parramatta River (260 m south of the Site)

The Site had been transferred and leased between multiple owners since at least 1923. It should be noted that 
based on the historical land and title searches, the land at 69, 71, 73, 75 and 77 Hope Street has remained as 
residential since the 1930s. The land at 19 Hope Street was changed from residential to industrial in the 1960s, 
and has remained as industrial land use till the present date.  
 
The Site history has been compiled from information gathered from various sources including LIR (2020) 
report, approved information brokers with the Land and Property Information (LPI), NSW Government and 
City of Parramatta Council.

4.8 Assessment of Historical Information Integrity 

The veracity of the information obtained as part of the Site history is considered to be moderate to high. The 
Site history assessment is generally considered to be of high integrity.  

4.9 SafeWork NSW Hazardous Goods Search 

A Site search for Schedule 11 (storage of hazardous chemicals) was undertaken for Lot G, DP369480 on the 
19th November 2020.  
 
The search returned with results indicating that one (1) 16,000 L underground unleaded petrol storage tank 
(UST), one (1) 5,000 L above ground diesel storage tank (AST) and one (1) fuel bowser was stored at 19 ς 25 
Hope Street, Ermington NSW 2115, located adjacent to the outdoor workshop area (refer to Appendix VII ς 
Dangerous Good Search).  
 
As referred to on the return of documents, ADE understands that there is a handwritten note by David Tomkins 
stating that the UST at the Site had been drained in preparation for removal, which was set to take place in 
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the financial year of 2012. ADE have not been provided with any documentation (e.g. destruction certificates 
etc) that support the removal and/or off-site disposal of the specified UST.

ADE were not provided with any former environmental / investigative reports related to the Site.  

5 Conceptual Site Model 

5.1 Potential Contamination Types 

NEPM (NEPC, 2013) identifies a Conceptual Site Model (CSM) as a representation of information regarding 
contamination sources, exposure pathways and the potential receptors. The essential elements of a CSM 
include: 
 

¶ Known (and potential) contamination sources and contaminants of concern. 

¶ Impacted media (e.g. soil, groundwater, surface water, soil vapour etc.). 

¶ Human / ecological receptors; and 

¶ Potential / complete exposure pathways. 
 

The Conceptual Site Model (CSM) (refer to Figure 2 on the following page) developed for the Site was based 
on the preliminary desktop study and the Site walkover which provided an understanding of the CoPC and 
their likely pathways. The conclusions of the provisional CSM can form the basis for further investigation works 
at the Site.  
 
For the purposes of this PSI, the following qualitative risk assessment has been applied: 
 

¶ Low Risk ς the activities and related CoPC are likely to pose no or a low potential human 
health/environmental impact. Any impact is likely localised to a specific area of the Site; 

 

¶ Moderate Risk ς the activities and related CoPC are likely to pose potential for moderate human 
health/environmental impact. Any impact is likely localised to a specific area of the Site; and 

 

¶ High Risk ς the activities and related CoPC could pose a significant environmental impact. There is 
potential for impacts of the immediate local area of the Site or off-Site migration impacting 
surrounding human and/or environmental receptors.

6.1 Further Recommendations and Site Suitability 

Based on the results of the desktop study and site-walkover investigation, ADE considers there is a moderate 
potential for contamination to have occurred on-site as a result of the past and present land-uses. Taking into 
account the above information a Stage II DSI with the inclusion of sampling for soil and groundwater should 
be conducted and reported in accordance with the NSW OEH 2011.  
 
It is likely that the Site can be determined or made suitable for the proposed development, pending a Stage II 
DSI and remediation (if required).  
 
ADE infers that the proposed development involves the demolition of any existing structure within the Site 
prior to commencement of construction and hence a HMS be undertaken prior to any demolition works with 
all hazardous materials identified on a register and a clearance certificate be obtained from a licenced 
removalist/ asbestos assessor.
